Dear O&DPlus & International Customers:

Enclosed are the DVD updates for O&DPlus and International data through Q4 2011.  This update includes revisions to the Q2 and Q3 2011 data. The revisions were issued by the USDOT after we notified them of the errors in their data.  To summarize the error:
Our trip break logic takes into account airport numbers so that we can determine if a passenger passes through a city rather than just an airport on his journey.  Without telling anyone, the DOT changed all the airport numbers during Q2.  To make matters worse, they assigned the new numbers sequentially from a list of alphabetized airport codes.  The city portion of the number is no longer used.  To make matters even worse, they truncated all the new airport numbers which gave DEN and DFW the same number.  The same is true of ORF and ORD, IAD and IAH as well as PHL and PHX.  Many other smaller markets had the same problem.  

We apologize for the delay in getting the corrected data to you. As always, it is our primary goal to provide the best data possible to our valued customers.
